The RSG coordinates 
two homework clubs for refugee and asylum seeker families in Reading: 
helping up to 16 children with their reading and homework. Volunteers also 
spend time with the parents sharing a cup of tea with them and advising on 
practical matters. 

The weekend will culminate in our Parish Lunch - a lovely event where 
delicious food and good company are to be enjoyed! There really is             
something for everyone on offer - your attendance at these events is what 
helps make St Michael’s the very special parish that it is.
